A guideline is intended to assist healthcare professionals in the choice of disease-specific treatments.  
 
Clinical judgement should be exercised on the applicability of any guideline, influenced by individual patient 
characteristics. Clinicians should be mindful of the potential for harmful polypharmacy and increased 
susceptibility to adverse drug reactions in patients with multiple morbidities or frailty.  
 
If, after discussion with the patient or carer, there are good reasons for not following a guideline, it is good 
practice to record these and communicate them to others involved in the care of the patient.

Metronidazole has excellent ORAL bioavailabilty reaching 95-100%

If your PATIENT meets the following criteria:
 Oral route reliably available

 Gut absorption not compromised

 No clinical deterioration/ systemic sepsis

Consider SWITCH from IV to ORAL metronidazole– GO GREEN!

ADVANTAGES of the ORAL route:
 Improved antimicrobial stewardship

 Reduced patient risk of IV line infections & thrombophlebitis 

 More patient friendly: improved comfort & mobility

 Reduced nursing & medical workload 

 Reduced cost-IV route 27 times more expensive than tablets
